He selected Castlegar where he obtained work ona hewspaper for six months.

In 1966 he moved to Vancouver to study Historyiatd® Fraser University. During his studies
he obtained part time work with the Canadian Imatign Department accompanying deportees
to hearings. In 1974 he obtained fulltime employhweith that department. His general
responsibilities were to help families with theppdications for citizenship and other needs. His
clientele included Vietnamese Boat People, 197%0Ko0 Refugees 1998. He recruited churches
to sponsor refugees, assist monetarily, assessranesources and to inform newcomers about
Canada and British Columbia. The major focus wastigrate refugees into Canada about
occupations and support networks.

A Simon Fraser contact suggested that Adrian bednwedved with the 19 Field Ambulance
and army Reserve where he assumed and administratex He became involved with their
Museum which had bee founded by older, retiredtamitipersonnel.

In 2002 Lt. Col French was asked to take over thpddtment and operation of the Museum. The
history of the Reserve Unit is intertwined with thevelopment of the Museum and to build upon
the artifacts collected by earlier veterans. Tine laecame to develop a more comprehensive
Museum. Greatly appreciated was the donation framsiNg Sister Edith Landells. The donation
of her three volumes about Canadian Nursing Sistesserved in the Military and their
photographs made the presence of other veteraressertensive. The addition of Nursing and
other uniforms added greatly to the artifacts & @ollection. Today memorabilia from Dentistry,
Physical and Occupational Therapists, and the €langong others has made the Bowner-
Skoebotham Museum a more comprehensive representd@tCanadian Military personnel. Lt.
Col Adrian French’s contributions and skill in iraeting with numerous community groups’
warrant his receiving the History of Nursing SogietAward of Recognition.

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For Service to Humanity:
the Museum of Health Care’s Tribute to Nursing

A former nursing student residence in Kingston,adinthas once again become a place of nursing
education — at least in the historical sense. Time Baillie Building, located on the campus of
Kingston General Hospital and now the Museum ofltHeé@are at Kingston, is the venue and
subject of the Museum’s newest gallery dedicatealising history.

One of the most exciting exhibition projects examkied by the Museunfor Service to
Humanity: Nursing Education at Kingston General plitsl explores the training, work, and
residence life of the more than 3000 students vitemded the KGH school between 1886 and
1974. The gallery also provides a location to staseqarts of the Museum’s nearly 800-item
collection of nursing uniforms, notebooks, instruntse

Finding one’s roots

In an effort to communicate more effectively thenMBaillie Building’s significance as a National
Historic site commemorating the history of nursetycation in Canada, the Museum has created
an inviting space for interpretive exhibits andiautual components that help bring the original
function of the building back to life.

Constructed in 1904 as the Nurse’s Home, the ArhiégBuilding is the oldest of the residential
buildings associated with the KGH school. The KGigr@nticeship-style training programme
was typical of nursing education once found in @égchools across the country.

The new nursing gallery’s display is arranged entles exploring the nature of the nursing
profession, curricula, hospital work, life in resite, and school traditions. A key feature of the
two-room gallery is a Spartan, yet cosy studentd@u restored to 1930. The voice of its student
occupant — a senior nearing graduation recordimgniaenories of training at KGH in a letter
home — greets visitors to the room.

In 2004 the Museum began distributing its MemorpBquestionnaire to capture graduates’
personal recollections. As an extension of the MenBmok, an oral history programme was
launched in 2008 to give “voice” to nursing gradisadnd nearly twenty oral history interviews with
nursing graduates from the 1930s to the 1970s bese recorded to date. We have encouraged the
nurses to recall memories of the challenges thegdfat school balancing education and work, of the
lifelong friendships they have forged, and of thmimmitment to the nursing profession.

This rich legacy of information is an invaluablsaerce to the long-term work of the Museum. More
importantly, it preserves the stories of those Wwawe contributed to the evolving story of Canadian
nursing over the past century. Funding has now beafirmed that will allow us to turn some of
these oral interviews into short video vignettesdmplement the artefact displays.

When additional funding becomes
available, the Museum plans to
launch a complementary website that
will explore the history of nursing
education in the Kingston region as it
evolved in religious and secular
hospital schools, and in a psychiatric
hospital school, community college,
and university.

We owe a huge debt to the KGH
Nurses’ Alumnae who have been
supportive of this project from the
beginning, helping with funding,
serving on the advisory team, and
coordinating the oral histories with
graduates.

While theW.W. 11 was declared and, Miss Dales “decided
to join up and help with the war effort.” “She estéd in the Queen Alexandra Imperial Military
Nursing Service so she could be part of the action!

Over the course of her war service, (1942-1946%. Mdnams personal record of her experiences
was compiled. It consists of a written and photpgre history, plus several original documents,
personal items and medals. It is a detailed, isterg@ and moving account of her wartime
experiences. She was repatriated to Vancouverdatimy in 1946.

Mrs. Adnams spent her latter years at Blenheim kepddnere her sister, Helen, was also a resident.
